How has our coast line changed?


	· describe how people have been affected by  changes in the environment( HP)
· Understand and use a widening range of geographical terms(GSF)

· Understand the effect of landscape features of the development of a locality (HP)

	What is our coastline like? Study maps of Wirral and UK. Geographical features- peninsula –estuary.Identify rivers and seas, nearby towns and Liverpool on map- label coastal features. 
What’s on our coast? Study O.S map of the seaside town (New Brighton)- learn symbols of O.S map- children to use a key using symbols and grid references to create own map of New Brighton. Use grid references to give directions to places in New Brighton. Look at other places along the coastline. Make comparisons and think about how/ why they developed. E.g. Moreton – floodplain 
What are the dangers of living on a coast? Study the impact of the storm in 1989 and its impact upon the seaside town- the flood damage, loss of businesses and decline in tourism. Gather information from family members and local residents who remembered this event/storm- what was the impact? Children to write a newspaper report/present a TV news report about the storm. Comapre to dangers around the world.  
Compare different coasts and climates. What problems would they face? Children to compare and contrast a variety of coasts – children to understand the physical geography looking at similarities and differences i.e. beach/ cliffs/ rocky shores etc 

Plastic pollution- what can we do about it? When comparing coasts children to explore the effects of plastic pollution around the world. During visit to Moreton Shore children to engage in a litter pick, create posters to be displayed and make a pledge to protect our coastline. (Courageous advocacy/ social justice) 
	coastal, defences, smugglers, erosion, cliff, cove, cave, bay, peninsula, headland, dune, rock pool, River Mersey, River Dee, tides, water currents, geology, corrosion, estuary, environment, impact.

	Living Things and their Habitats
-Recognise that living things can be grouped in a variety of ways

Electricity

Identify common appliances that run on electricity. 

 Construct a simple series electrical circuit, identifying and naming its basic parts, including cells, wires, bulbs, switches and buzzers. 

Identify whether or not a lamp will light in a simple series circuit, based on whether or not the lamp is part of a complete loop with a battery. 

Recognise that a switch opens and closes a circuit and associate this with whether or not a lamp lights in a simple series circuit. 

Recognise some common conductors and insulators, and associate metals with being good conductors. 
	Observe plants and animals in different habitats throughout the year. 

 Compare and contrast the living things observed. 

Use classification keys to name unknown living things. 

 Classify living things found in different habitats based on their features. 

 Create a simple identification key based on observable features. Use fieldwork to explore human impact on the local environment e.g. litter, tree planting. 

 Use secondary sources to find out about how environments may naturally change. 

 Use secondary sources to find out about human impact, both positive and negative, on environments
Construct a range of circuits. 

 Explore which materials can be used instead of wires to make a circuit. 

Classify the materials that were suitable/not suitable for wires. Explore how to connect a range of different switches and investigate how they function in different ways.

· Understand what he/she reads by identifying main ideas drawn from more than one paragraph and summarise these. 

· Understand what he/she reads by identifying how language, structure, and presentation contribute to meaning, to include: paragraphs, use of pronouns for cohesion, inverted commas for speech, apostrophes to mark possession, fronted adverbials.

·  Retrieve and record information from non-fiction over a wide range of subjects. 

· Participate in clear reasoned discussion about books, poems and other material that is read to him/her and those he/she can read for himself/herself, taking turns and listening to what others say.

	Writing
	· Plan his/her writing by discussing writing similar to that which he/she is planning to write, in order to understand and learn from its structure, vocabulary and grammar. 
· Plan his/her writing by discussing and recording ideas. 
· Draft and write by composing and rehearsing sentences orally (including dialogue), building a varied and rich vocabulary and using sentence structures with reference to English Appendix 2
· Draft and write by organising paragraphs around a theme. 
· Draft and write in narratives, creating settings, characters and plot with consideration for the audience and purpose. 
· Draft and write non-narrative material, using simple organisational devices. 
· Evaluate and edit by assessing the effectiveness of his/her own and others’ writing and suggesting improvements. 
· Evaluate and edit by proposing changes to grammar and vocabulary to improve consistency, including the accurate use of pronouns in sentences, expanded noun phrases and fronted adverbials. 
· Proof-read for spelling and punctuation errors, including the use of the apostrophe for possession, speech punctuation and the use of the comma for fronted adverbials. 
· Confidently read his/her own writing aloud, to a group or the whole class, using appropriate intonation and controlling tone and volume so that the meaning is clear.
