	We’ve got Rhythm (Rhythmic Devices & Structures)
	Explore time signatures(6/8 rhythms) through songs and collaborative rhythm games 

Explore rhythmic poems and songs such as Plastic Wrap and 1066 Rap.

Explore rhythms from around the world, through Djembe drumming (W. Africa); tango, salsa, samba (Latin America); Konnokal(S. India)
Learn to play polyrhythms.

Experiment with creating different polyrhythmic textures.
